1. Participating 2011 graduates will be transported by bus to the Project Graduation event. The 

bus will depart from the Dining Hall Commons on June 11th at 10:00 PM. The bus will return to 

MFS at 7:00AM on June 12th. Parents, please make arrangements to pick up your graduate 

promptly at 7:00AM on Sunday morning. Students will not be allowed to leave their cars on 

campus overnight. This is for the safety of our children as they will undoubtedly be exhausted 

from Saturday's events.  

 

2. At no time during the event will participants be permitted to leave the group or the Project 

Graduation venue(s). This is for the safety and security of our graduates and their chaperones.  

 

3. Participants are expected to adhere to all MFS policies as outlined in the Parent Student 

Handbook during Project Graduation. Failure to do so will result in separation from the group 

and a phone call to parents for immediate pick up from the event.  

 

4. Project Graduation is open to CLASS of 2011 MFS graduates only. No guests are permitted.  

 

5. For the security of items brought along, individual, personalized Zip-Loc bags will be 

provided by the chaperones. ALL personal items, including cell phones and other mobile 

devices, will be collected by the chaperones and held in a secure location during the entire event. 

Items will be returned at the end of the event.  

 

6. Students may only self-administer medications prescribed by a physician for life-threatening 

conditions. Since medical personnel will not accompany this trip neither the school nor the child 

may administer medication for other conditions. Please call the school nurse if you have 

questions. 

 

7. To maintain the SPIRIT, INTEGRITY and COMMUNITY of the event, portable electronic 

devices will not be allowed. Students will be highly engaged during the entire evening with little 

down-time for portable entertainment. Thank you in advance for your strict adherence to this 

rule!
